Pastor’s Note

Reach More Training
This month we are starting another round of Reach More training, and the parish staff is also going to begin their own version.

Reach More (https://www.ecreachmore.com/) is a program developed by the Evangelical Catholic

(https://evangelicalcatholic.org/) that trains lay people on how to invite their family, friends, and acquaintances into Jesus-

centered relationships. For many people this looks starting small prayer groups and Bible studies, but for others it looks like
one-on-one accompaniment or different forms of community building.

Unfortunately, Catholic culture tends to believe that “spiritual work” is the exclusive domain of the priests and religious
orders, so training like this is extremely necessary. All the baptized share in the evangelical mission of the Church, but most
people have never been given the tools to engage in that mission. This 12-week program helps people (1) learn how to pray,
(2) learn how to pray about the people in their life, and (3) invite those people into Jesus-centered relationships.

Ultimately, my hope is that every Catholic in Whatcom County has a small community of prayer that they are part of, in
addition to their weekend Mass community. That requires a LOT of people getting trained on how to develop and organize
these types of small communities. | am also asking the staff to take this training so that they have a deep understanding of
where our Catholic community is headed.

If this is something you think you might be interested in, please consider reaching out to your local parish office to see if there
is a group you can join. ldeally, group leaders would be chosen from group participants.

Meeting with CTK

When we first learned that all the Catholic Churches in Whatcom County would join together for Partners in the Gospel, |
immediately started thinking about this as the “CTK Model”. Christ the King (CTK) is the only other church that | know about
that has implemented a county-wide distributed model here in Whatcom, and | figured we could learn a lot from them about
their experiences.

Well, this week, I, Kathy Ernst (our Regional Director of Pastoral Ministries), and Olivia Phillips (our Regional Director of
Operations) sat down with CTK’s Executive Pastor, Outreach Pastor, and Downtown Campus Pastor to pick their brains and
learn from them. It was an excellent and helpful meeting, and | am so glad we were able to hold it. My big takeaways from the
meeting were (1) we should probably find a way to do more all-staff meetings and retreats and (2) the more time staff spend

in relationship with parishioners, the more parishioners feel comfortable going to staff (and not just the priests). But beyond
the specific nuggets of wisdom, it was also nice just to find common ground with other Christians in Whatcom County and to
renew our shared commitment to preaching the Gospel. Making common cause with fellow Christians is something | hope we
can find more opportunities for as we grow into our county-wide identity.

Alcance Mas Entrenamiento/Capacitacion

Este mes estamos comenzando otra ronda de capacitacién de Reach More, y el personal de la parroquia también comenzard
su propia version.

Reach More (https://www.ecreachmore.com/) es un programa desarrollado por la Iglesia Catdlica Evangélica

(https://evangelicalcatholic.org/) que capacita a los laicos sobre cémo invitar a sus familiares, amigos y conocidos a relaciones

centradas en Jesus. Para muchas personas, esto significa comenzar pequefios grupos de oracién y estudios biblicos, pero para
otros parece un acompanamiento individual o diferentes formas de construccién de la comunidad.

Desafortunadamente, la cultura catélica tiende a creer que el "trabajo espiritual" es dominio exclusivo de los sacerdotes y las
ordenes religiosas, por lo que una capacitacién como esta es extremadamente necesaria. Todos los bautizados comparten la
mision evangélica de la Iglesia, pero a la mayoria de las personas nunca se les han dado las herramientas para participar en
esa mision. Este programa de 12 semanas ayuda a las personas (1) a aprender a orar, (2) aprender a orar por las personas en
su vida y (3) invitar a esas personas a relaciones centradas en Jesus.

En dltima instancia, mi esperanza es que todos los catélicos del condado de Whatcom tengan una pequefia comunidad de
oracién de la que formen parte, ademds de su comunidad de Misa de fin de semana. Eso requiere que MUCHA gente se
capacite sobre cdmo desarrollar y organizar este tipo de comunidades pequefias. También le pido al personal que tome esta
capacitacion para que tengan una comprension profunda de hacia dénde se dirige nuestra comunidad catdlica.

Si esto es algo que cree que podria interesarle, considere comunicarse con su oficina parroquial local para ver si hay un grupo
al que pueda unirse. Idealmente, los lideres de grupo serian elegidos entre los participantes del grupo.

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Bueno, esta semana, yo, Kathy Ernst (nuestra Directora Regional de Ministerios Pastorales) y Olivia Phillips (nuestra Directora
Regional de Operaciones) nos sentamos con el Pastor Ejecutivo, el Pastor de Alcance y el Pastor del Campus del Centro de CTK
para meternos en suscerebros y aprender de ellos. Fue una reunidn excelente y util, y estoy muy contento de que hayamos
podido celebrarla. Mis principales conclusiones de la reunién fueron (1) probablemente deberiamos encontrar una manera de
hacer mas reuniones y retiros de todo el personal y (2) cuanto mas tiempo pase el personal en relacion con los feligreses, mas
feligreses se sentiran cdmodos yendo al personal (y no solo a los sacerdotes).
