Pastor’s Note

High School at Sacred Heart

The Northern Deanery Catholic High School (we promise this is not the permanent name) Steering Committee has requested
to use Sacred Heart’s Parish Hall as its temporary location while it gets establishes and looks for a more permanent home. You
can read my letter to the Sacred Heart community about hosting a high school here.

Parish Family Listening Sessions

Thanks to a lot of hard work from our PFAC (Parish Family Advisory Commission), we are ramping up to hold our first Partners
in the Gospel listening sessions in October. Please make sure you look for a list of dates and times at your location and put
them on your calendar NOW. The PFAC would also really appreciate if you could fill out and return one of their RSVP
postcards. That will make the sessions themselves go more smoothly.

Now, | want to explain why these are important and to address some skepticism that | have heard.

Importance: There is nothing more important than our salvation through Jesus, and everything the Church does must be
animated by a desire to receive and spread that salvation. Partners in the Gospel is an administrative reorganization that aims
to make our parish communities more effective at preaching the Gospel, especially considering diminishing numbers of
priests, parishioners, and resources.

The reason these listening sessions are important is because the leaders do not have all the answers. Archbishop Etienne is a
pretty astute guy, and | certainly think the world of myself (% ), but our experiences are limited. If we were to make HUGE
decisions based only on our own perspectives, those would likely be bad decisions. The larger the decision, the larger the
number of people we need to hear from. The listening sessions serve to allow us to hear from the maximal number of people,
so that we can make the largest administrative decision to face our Archdiocese since Vatican Il.

Skepticism #1: This is an unimportant question. Fair enough. The first question is “Who are we?”, which totally seems like a
softball that is not going anywhere. But this is important for two reasons:
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1. Answering this question allows us to determine what is not working in our parishes and what is working. When we
make concrete decisions later (“Who do we want to become?” and “How do we get there?”), we do not want to be
fixing things that are not broken or abandoning practices that are currently very effective.

2. The first question is intentionally a softball. We want an easy run to work out all the kinks in the system. We do not
want to be answering a super contentious question while we are also stumbling over the process. We need people to
come to these early sessions so that they become comfortable with how these listening sessions go. Then, in later
phases, we can focus more on the question than on the process.

Skepticism #2: Nothing we say is going to matter. Some of this is based on folks’ experiences of the listening sessions leading
up to Partners in the Gospel. | have certainly heard about some poorly run processes in that lead up and | am sorry if that was
your experience. That said:

1. Thereis a difference between being heard and getting our way. Just because the result is different than the opinions
we expressed does not mean that those opinions were ignored or had no effect.

2. At Assumption, at least, | did find the listening sessions helpful. And the conversations with parishioners afterward,
prompted by those sessions, were also helpful. My mind changed a few times in the lead up process, based on the
conversations | was having.

3. Iserved on the Presbyteral Council at the time of the family-ing decisions, which was one of two large committees
that made the ultimate recommendations to the Archbishop about the parish families. | can tell you that before every
single decision we read aloud the summary sheet coming out of all the affected parishes, and that many decisions
were affected (and sometimes changed) based on what those sheets said.

4. Ultimately, no one can control whether | or the Archbishop listen to the parishioners. The two of us will have to
answer to Jesus at the end of our lives about whether we acted with integrity, empathy, and openness. But, whether
you trust us to listen or not, you can control the quality of information that is given to us. We will be making our
decisions based on the perspectives of the people who show up and get recorded. You may not trust me to listen if
you show up, but it is impossible for me to listen if you don't.

Skepticism #3: It is a silly process. | do not necessarily disagree. | like quick, dynamic conversations with a lot of back-and-
forth. The “Listening in the Spirit” format (where everyone speaks, one at a time, for 3 minutes each, and then we go around
again, before being able to dialogue) can be frustrating. It is designed for particularly contentious questions, to make sure
everyone has a chance to express themselves and to force people to listen to each other. It may not be the best format for the
first, easier question, but it will be very helpful for the later questions. And this is our time to practice with it.

That said, | am considering making my Town Halls a permanent, regularly scheduled activity (maybe once every two months at
each location). So, if you feel like the Listening in the Spirit conversation was not sufficient, there will be an additional place to
process, with me directly, what came out of those listening sessions.

Summary: This Partners in the Gospel process, and the 25 to 50-year decisions that come from it, is only as good as our

investment in it. The more people engage in these questions, the more | can trust that our final decisions are the best ones
possible.

Escuela Secundaria en el Sagrado Corazon

Sesiones Parroquiales de Escucha Familiar

Gracias al mucho trabajo duro de nuestra PFAC (Parish Family Advisory Commissio/Comisién Asesora Familiar Parroquial), nos
estamos preparando para celebrar nuestras primeras sesiones de escucha de Partners in the Gospel en octubre. Asegurese de
buscar una lista de fechas y horas en su localidad y ponerlas en su calendario AHORA. El PFAC también agradeceria mucho si
pudiera completar y devolver una de sus postales de RSVP. Eso hara que las sesiones en si sean mas fluidas.

Ahora, quiero explicar por qué son importantes y abordar algunos escepticismos que he escuchado.

Importancia: No hay nada mas importante que nuestra salvaciéon a través de Jesus, y todo lo que hace la Iglesia debe estar
animado por el deseo de recibir y difundir esa salvacion. Partners in the Gospel es una reorganizacién administrativa que tiene
como objetivo hacer que nuestras comunidades parroquiales sean mas efectivas en la predicacion del Evangelio,
especialmente considerando la disminucion del nimero de sacerdotes, feligreses y recursos.

La razén por la que estas sesiones de escucha son importantes es porque los lideres no tienen todas las respuestas. El
Arzobispo Etienne es un tipo bastante astuto, y ciertamente creo que el mundo de mi mismo (%), pero nuestras experiencias
son limitadas. Si tuviéramos que tomar decisiones ENORMES basadas solo en nuestras propias perspectivas, probablemente
serian malas decisiones. Cuanto mayor sea la decision, mayor sera la cantidad de personas de las que necesitamos escuchar.
Las sesiones de escucha sirven para permitirnos escuchar al maximo nimero de personas, para que podamos tomar la
decisién administrativa mds grande para enfrentar a nuestra Arquididcesis desde el Vaticano Il.

Escepticismo # 1: Esta es una pregunta sin importancia. Bastante justo. La primera pregunta es "éQuiénes somos?", que
parece una pelota de softball que no va a ninguna parte. Pero esto es importante por dos razones:
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3. Responder a esta pregunta nos permite determinar qué no funciona en nuestras parroquias y qué funciona. Cuando
tomamos decisiones concretas mas tarde ("éEn quién queremos convertirnos?" y "éCémo llegamos alli?"), no
queremos arreglar cosas que no estan rotas o abandonar practicas que actualmente son muy efectivas.

4. Laprimera pregunta es intencionalmente una pelota de softball. Queremos una carrera facil para resolver todos los
problemas del sistema. No queremos responder a una pregunta super polémica mientras también tropezamos con el
proceso. Necesitamos que las personas asistan a estas primeras sesiones para que se sientan cdmodas con el
desarrollo de estas sesiones de escucha. Luego, en fases posteriores, podemos centrarnos mas en la pregunta que en
el proceso.

Escepticismo # 2: Nada de lo que digamos va a importar. Parte de esto se basa en las experiencias de las personas de las
sesiones de escucha que conducen a Partners in the Gospel. Ciertamente he oido hablar de algunos procesos mal ejecutados
en ese periodo previo y lamento si esa fue su experiencia. Dicho esto:

5. Hay una diferencia entre ser escuchado y salirnos con la nuestra. El hecho de que el resultado sea diferente a las
opiniones que expresamos no significa que esas opiniones hayan sido ignoradas o no hayan tenido ningun efecto.

6. En Assumption, al menos, encontré Utiles las sesiones de escucha. Y las conversaciones posteriores con los feligreses,
impulsadas por esas sesiones, también fueron utiles. Mi mente cambid varias veces en el proceso previo, en funcién
de las conversaciones que estaba teniendo.

7. Servi en el Consejo Presbiteral en el momento de las decisiones de familia, que fue uno de los dos grandes comités
gue hicieron las recomendaciones finales al Arzobispo sobre las familias de la parroquia. Puedo decirles que antes de
cada decision leemos en voz alta la hoja de resumen que sale de todas las parroquias afectadas, y que muchas
decisiones se vieron afectadas (y a veces cambiadas) en funcién de lo que decian esas hojas.

8. En dltima instancia, nadie puede controlar si yo o el Arzobispo escuchamos a los feligreses. Los dos tendremos que
responder a Jesus al final de nuestras vidas sobre si actuamos con integridad, empatia y apertura. Pero, ya sea que
confie en nosotros para escuchar o no, puede controlar la calidad de la informacién que se nos brinda. Tomaremos
nuestras decisiones en funcién de las perspectivas de las personas que se presenten y sean grabadas. Puede que no
confies en mi para escuchar si apareces, pero es imposible para mi escuchar si no lo haces.

Escepticismo # 3: Es un proceso tonto. No necesariamente estoy en desacuerdo. Me gustan las conversaciones rapidas y
dindmicas con muchas idas y venidas. El formato de "Escuchar en el Espiritu" (donde todos hablan, uno a la vez, durante 3
minutos cada uno, y luego volvemos a dar vueltas, antes de poder dialogar) puede ser frustrante. Estd disefiado para
preguntas particularmente polémicas, para asegurarse de que todos tengan la oportunidad de expresarse y obligar a las
personas a escucharse entre si. Puede que no sea el mejor formato para la primera pregunta, mas facil, pero sera muy util
para las preguntas posteriores. Y este es nuestro momento de practicar con él.

Dicho esto, estoy considerando hacer de mis ayuntamientos una actividad permanente y programada regularmente (tal vez
una vez cada dos meses en cada lugar). Entonces, si sientes que la conversacion Escuchar en el Espiritu no fue suficiente,
habra un lugar adicional para procesar, conmigo directamente, lo que sali6é de esas sesiones de escucha.

Resumen: Este proceso de Socios en el Evangelio, y las decisiones de 25 a 50 afios que se derivan de él, es tan bueno como
nuestra inversidn en él. Cuanta mas gente se involucre en estas preguntas, mas puedo confiar en que nuestras decisiones
finales son las mejores posibles.
