Pastor’s Note

I am featuring a “guest column” this week as we prepare for our first round of Partners in the Gospel Listening Sessions
across the county.

This is written by Paula Martin-Zender, an Assumption parishioner, the 4th grade teacher at Assumption Catholic School,
and a key organizer of Assumption’s different Listening Sessions for the Synod on Synodality and Partners in the Gospel.

When participating in Partners in the Gospel listening sessions in the way that was recommended by the Archdiocese a couple
of years ago, | didn’t expect how vividly this prayer would come to life. | sat around a table with people whom | had seen
numerous times at Assumption. | didn’t know their names nor their stories, yet we all shared the same faith and church
building.

In the first round, as | listened to their thoughts, concerns and convictions, it made me understand how they came to the
positions they had. When they spoke, it was difficult not to immediately begin a dialogue. However, we were following the
protocols given and could not speak yet. When it came to my turn, the group members deeply listened and understood my
position. What | did not expect was the silence between the speakers. At first, impatience was apparent, wanting to skip the
awkwardness of no one speaking. However, each period of stillness carried profound significance that invited the Holy Spirit
to the table. Connections were made and themes were felt, even within very diverse opinions. The silence created a sacred
space to see each other differently.

Pipe Organ Restoration Update: A Symphony Taking Shape

Our pipe organ’s restoration continues to unfold like a beautiful symphony—each step bringing new life to an instrument that
has sung through generations of worship at Assumption Catholic Church.

e This month, the restoration team completed their careful examination of all the organ’s pneumatic components. The
new leather—hand-cut and crafted to replace the worn pieces that once breathed air and sound into our sanctuary—
is now ready for installation.

e During a visit to the Ballard workshop on October 2, Facilities Manager Brenna Clancy-Sebens had the rare chance to
see our console disassembled and deep in the throes of renewal. Rows of delicate parts lay open to the light, each
one being lovingly cleaned, re-leathered, or rebuilt. Nearby, other organs and windchests stood in various stages of
restoration, creating a quiet harmony of craftsmanship and history.

e Itis humbling to witness how much devotion and artistry go into each step of this process. Every detail—every wire,
pipe, and bellows—tells a story of patience, reverence, and care. We are pleased to share that the project remains
right on schedule, and perhaps even a touch ahead of plan.

e Back here at home, the choir room beside the loft is also receiving a refresh—a deep cleaning and renewal of its own.
If you'd like to lend a hand with painting or sprucing up the space, we’d be delighted to have your help.

We are, however, still behind on our fundraising goal for the organ restoration. If you’d like to be part of this extraordinary
effort—whether by helping with the choir room, please email brenna@assumption.org or by contributing financially, please

email michaelr@assumption.org. This is truly a once-in-a-century restoration, and a chance for our community to leave its

mark—quietly, lovingly—on a piece of living history that will continue to sing God’s praises for generations to come.

Sacred Heart Parish Hall: Initial Launch Site for the ND Catholic High School

We are pleased to announce that the new Northern Deanery Catholic High School (NDCHS) plans to welcome its first cohort of
students in Fall 2026 at the Sacred Heart Parish Hall in South Bellingham, pending approval from the Archdiocese of Seattle.

Sacred Heart Parish Hall offers a practical starting point for NDCHS that aligns well with its mission. The facility also provides
important financial and operational benefits. With six classrooms, administrative offices, a commercial kitchen, and both
indoor and outdoor communal areas, the site is well-equipped to support the initial launch of the new Catholic high school
serving the entire Northern Deanery.

In selecting this location, the NDCHS Steering Committee considered several factors including financial viability, quality of
student experience, proximity to population centers within the deanery, and potential for growth in the early years.

As the NDCHS leadership team moves forward, it remains focused on:

Attracting a community of NDCHS supporters — donors, parents, and students.
Finalizing the school budget for 2026/2027 school year and beyond.

Exploring transportation options for students coming from across the region.
Securing final approval from the Archdiocese by early 2026.

Preparing the building.

Attracting initial teachers and staff.

Al participar en las sesiones de escucha de Partners in the Gospel de la manera recomendada por la Arquididcesis hace un par
de afos, no esperaba cudn vividamente cobraria vida esta oracidn.
