Pastor’s Note

On Immigration and ICE

I am always hesitant to comment on politicized topics. In my experience, most Americans change their faith to fit their politics,
rather than changing their politics based on their faith. | do not want to tempt someone away from the Church if | can teach
them in a less politicized way. However, | am also aware that if the Church has nothing to say about the thing that everyone is
talking about, we quickly become irrelevant to people’s daily lives. And so, a few notes on immigration and ICE.

Before you read my thoughts, however, | would recommend you read Archbishop Etienne’s recent pastoral letter on a well-
ordered society. https://archseattle.org/wp-content/uploads/2025/11/A-Well-Ordered-Society Pastoral-Letter-min.pdf

Principle #1: Deportations are not inherently immoral. The very notion of nationhood requires that countries be able to
determine their citizenry and govern their borders. If someone enters the country illegally, overstays a visa, or fails in their
asylum petition, it is perfectly moral and just to remove them from the country. Positions like “ICE Out”, “No Person is lllegal”,
or any form of open borders are ultimately anarchist positions and will lead to lawlessness.

Principle #2: Tactics can be immoral. Just because ICE provides a necessary service does not mean that ICE, and our
immigration system as a whole, is always acting justly. | would highlight four primary concerns:

1. Aunifying thread in nearly every statement the U.S. Bishops have made on this topic (collectively and individually) is
concern for due process. Unfortunately, these enforcement surges are so fast-moving that it is hard to know whether
the reported breakdowns in due process are systematic or exceptional. It is also hard to know whether these
breakdowns are due to malice, negligence, or simply a federal government whose enforcement infrastructure has
become so overwhelmed by numbers that it struggles to respect its own policies. Regardless, there are some concrete
moral requirements:

e If our laws allow someone to complete an asylum petition, or appeal a negative decision or deportation
decision, those laws must be followed.

e No one should be “disappeared”. There must be easily accessible methods for informing families and lawyers
when someone has been detained, and families and lawyers should have ready access to the individual.

e Human dignity must be maintained in detention, including access to medical care and religious ministers.

2. After God himself and the free exercise of religion, Catholic morality’s highest concern is for the family. Even just laws
can become unjust when they destroy otherwise intact families.
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Unfortunately, the practical application of this becomes dicey — having a child cannot become an automatic trump
card to stay in a country beyond what is allowed by immigration law. And yet, because of decades of spotty
enforcement of border security and immigration laws, there are many children who could not today follow their
deported parents because the children do not even speak the language of their parents’ country.

Nevertheless, where the law allows or where policy implementation is variable, there is a moral obligation to look
after the welfare of children and to favor keeping families intact.

3. There is a vicious cycle of scary tactics that has to stop. The federal administration has made it clear that they would
prefer those facing deportation to self-deport, which has resulted in rumors that ICE is being intentionally aggressive
or public in order to create fear in immigrant communities.

This may be true or it may be exaggerated by social media; and if it is true, it may be true only in certain ICE
detachments under specific ICE commanders. Nevertheless, it would be immoral to impair human dignity by
intentionally parking immigration officers in front of churches, schools, and grocery stores, to scare people away from
specifically those services most necessary for a dignified life. And, while we cannot say that they are immoral (as
there are certainly practical reasons), however much of the masked agents and unmarked cars are intended as a scary
tactic is certainly not for the well-ordering of society.

On the other side, | would highlight that leftist activists’ lack of restraint in doxxing and harassing the families of
people they disagree with, and of protesting through violence rather than solidarity and presence, significantly
contributes to this vicious cycle and prevents any kind of détente.

4. Alack of sufficient training is negligent almost to the point of immorality. The most reasonable commentaries | have
seen suggest that, absent all other factors, the confrontations with Rene Good and Alex Pretti likely ended in death
because the agents were poorly trained. Regardless of who was at fault in these two cases — endlessly litigated on the
internet — the agents involved clearly had less training than our local police forces, who are regularly drilled on how to
stay calm and deescalate volatile and potentially violent situations. One should not be entrusted with the powers of
policing without having the necessary training to carry out those responsibilities well.

Principle #3: We have a moral obligation to our neighbor. No matter how someone came here or what their immigration
status is, we have an obligation to care for the person in front of us. This does not necessarily mean fighting their deportation
—again, deportation is not inherently unjust — but it does mean looking after their human dignity as long as they are in our
religious and civil communities.

Principle #3: We have a moral obligation to the poor. We cannot decide that our country should have no place for refugees
or migrants. How many people are admitted each year, from which countries, and under what conditions are absolutely
prudential decisions and people of goodwill can disagree. But we are obligated to use our wealth for the good of the poor, and
as one of the richest countries in the world, we should always be trying to find ways to do so.

And now we get into my personal opinions. These should not be seen as a reflection of Church teaching, but only my personal
application. Feel free to disagree with me here.

Personal Opinion #1: This is Congress’ responsibility. Love him or loath him, President Trump’s administration is correct when
it claims that it is merely enforcing the laws on the books. The methods and priorities (see above) are up to the President, but
the fact that millions of people are living in this country without legal right or status is up to Congress. If Congress wants to
instantly grant legal status to every person living within U.S. borders, they can. It is highly irresponsible for any

politician, especially a member of Congress, to suggest that the proper place to resolve this dispute is through anarchy in the
streets, rather than through the democratic process in which this country was founded.



Personal Opinion #2: More Latin American immigration, please! | have been ministering to Spanish-speaking Catholics for my
entire priesthood, and they are some of the most devout, prayerful, hardworking, and family-oriented people you will ever
meet. We are so lucky as a country that our primary source of immigration is from Christian, western countries. In fact, | find
Latin American immigrants are often a corrective balance to the anti-family, anti-capitalist, anti-religious attitudes of my
fellow citizens, and | am not sure where we would be as a country if we did not already have a significant Hispanic population
keeping us rooted in Christian values.

Unlike Europe, where their immigration surges come from non-western, majority-Muslim countries and therefore result in
huge culture clashes, the majority of our immigrants fit nicely into our national identity and ethos, even in the first generation.
So much so that | wonder if some of our current anti-immigration sentiment is still rooted in that old anti-Catholicism that also
tried to keep the Italians, Polish, and Irish out. | am all for an ordered border and ordered naturalization process, but not for
policies oriented towards keeping a majority-Catholic population out of the country.

Personal Opinion #3: Where is the path to citizenship? | think the endless fights over President Trump’s rhetoric about
deporting “criminals” is a distraction. Ultimately, most Americans seem to support deporting the “bad” immigrants and
keeping the “good” ones. And yet, neither Republicans nor Democrats have talked about the only lasting way to make that
happen — a path to citizenship. The Republican plan to deport every immigrant without legal status — with the hope that they
would reapply through the “correct” method — would upend our economy and destroy countless families. The Democrat plan
to do nothing and leave everyone in place does not take seriously our national security, our laws, and the injustice of having
people live with the constant fear of an ambiguous legal status.

Instead, if we think the “good” immigrants should stay, then we need to give them a legal path to do so. We have so

many parishioners without legal status who are the backbone of our churches and our communities, and | want nothing more
than to keep them and their children as parishioners forever. It would be a huge loss to have any of them deported. But only
Congress has the power to give them a way to stay.

President Bush almost made it happen in 2007 (link), and the Senate nearly succeeded in 2013 (link), but since then Congress

has seemingly given up on governing or trying to find solutions. We would rather demonize our opponents to gain points for
the next election than actually work for justice.

Sobre Inmigracion e ICE

Siempre dudo en comentar sobre temas politizados. En mi experiencia, la mayoria de los estadounidenses cambian su fe para
adaptarse a su politica, en lugar de cambiar su politica segun su fe. No quiero tentar a nadie para que se aleje de la Iglesia si
puedo ensefiarle de una manera menos politizada. Sin embargo, también soy consciente de que, si la Iglesia no tiene nada que
decir sobre lo que todos hablan, rdpidamente nos volvemos irrelevantes para la vida diaria de las personas. Asi que, unas
notas sobre inmigracién e ICE.

Sin embargo, antes de leer mis pensamientos, te recomendaria que leas la reciente carta pastoral del arzobispo Etienne sobre

Principio #1: Las deportaciones no son inherentemente inmorales. La propia nocién de nacidn requiere que los paises
puedan determinar su ciudadania y gobernar sus fronteras. Si alguien entra ilegalmente en el pais, se queda mds tiempo del
visado o no cumple con su solicitud de asilo, es perfectamente moral y justo expulsarle del pais. Posturas como "ICE Fuera",
"Ninguna persona es ilegal" o cualquier forma de fronteras abiertas son, en Ultima instancia, posturas anarquistas y
conducirdn a la anarquia.

Principio #2: Las tdcticas pueden ser inmorales. El hecho de que ICE preste un servicio necesario no significa que ICE, y
nuestro sistema migratorio en su conjunto, actle siempre con justicia. Destacaria cuatro preocupaciones principales:

1. Un hilo conductor en casi todas las afirmaciones que los obispos estadounidenses han hecho sobre este tema
(colectiva e individualmente) es la preocupacion por el debido proceso. Desafortunadamente, estos aumentos de
aplicacién son tan rapidos que es dificil saber si las fallas reportadas en el debido proceso son sistemdticas o
excepcionales. También es dificil saber si estas fallas se deben a la malicia, la negligencia o simplemente a un gobierno
federal cuya infraestructura de control se ha visto tan saturada por los nimeros que le cuesta respetar sus propias
politicas. En cualquier caso, existen algunos requisitos morales concretos:

e Sinuestras leyes permiten a alguien completar una peticién de asilo, o apelar una decisidén negativa o de
deportacion, esas leyes deben cumplirse.

e Nadie deberia "desaparecer". Debe haber métodos facilmente accesibles para informar a familias y abogados
cuando alguien ha sido detenido, y las familias y abogados deben tener acceso inmediato a la persona.

e Ladignidad humana debe mantenerse en detencidn, incluyendo el acceso a atencién médica y ministros
religiosos.

2. Después del propio Dios y el libre ejercicio de la religidn, la maxima preocupacién de la moral catélica es la familia.
Incluso las leyes justas pueden volverse injustas cuando destruyen familias que de otro modo estarian intactas.

Desafortunadamente, la aplicacidn practica de esto se vuelve arriesgada: tener un hijo no puede convertirse en una
carta ganadora automatica para permanecer en un pais mas alld de lo permitido por la ley migratoria. Y, sin embargo,
debido a décadas de aplicacion irregular de las leyes de seguridad fronteriza e inmigracion, hay muchos nifios que hoy
no podrian seguir a sus padres deportados porque estos ni siquiera hablan el idioma del pais de sus padres.

No obstante, donde la ley lo permite o cuando la implementacion de las politicas es variable, existe una obligacion
moral de velar por el bienestar de los nifios y de favorecer la unién de las familias.

3. Hay uncirculo vicioso de tacticas aterradoras que tiene que acabar. La administracion federal ha dejado claro que
prefiere que quienes enfrentan la deportacién se auto deporten, lo que ha dado lugar a rumores de que ICE estd
siendo intencionadamente agresivo o publico para crear miedo en las comunidades inmigrantes.

Esto puede ser cierto o puede estar exagerado por las redes sociales; y si es cierto, puede ser cierto solo en ciertos
destacamentos de ICE bajo comandantes especificos de ICE. No obstante, seria inmoral perjudicar la dignidad humana
aparcando intencionadamente a los agentes de inmigracion frente a iglesias, escuelas y supermercados, para asustar
a la gente y alejarla especificamente de aquellos servicios mas necesarios para una vida digna. Y, aunque no podemos
decir que sean inmorales (ya que hay razones practicas), sin embargo, muchos de los agentes enmascarados y coches
sin distintivos estan pensados como una tdctica aterradora no es precisamente para el buen orden de la sociedad.

Por otro lado, destacaria que la falta de contencidn de los activistas de izquierdas al doxxear y acosar a las familias de
personas con las que no estan de acuerdo, y al protestar mediante la violencia en lugar de la solidaridad y la
presencia, contribuye significativamente a este circulo vicioso y evita cualquier tipo de distensidn.

4. La falta de suficiente formacion es negligente, casi hasta el punto de la inmoralidad. Los comentarios mas razonables
gue he visto sugieren que, sin ningun otro factor, los enfrentamientos con René Good y Alex Pretti probablemente
terminaron en muerte porque los agentes estaban mal entrenados. Independientemente de quién fuera el culpable
en estos dos casos —litigados sin fin en internet—, los agentes implicados claramente tenian menos formacion que
nuestras fuerzas policiales locales, que regularmente reciben entrenamiento sobre cdmo mantener la calmay
desescalar situaciones volatiles y potencialmente violentas. No se debe confiar a nadie los poderes policiales sin tener
la formacidn necesaria para desempenfiar bien esas responsabilidades.

Principio #3: Tenemos una obligacion moral hacia nuestro préjimo. No importa como alguien haya llegado aqui o cual sea su
estatus migratorio, tenemos la obligacién de cuidar a la persona que tenemos delante. Esto no significa necesariamente luchar
contra su deportacién —de nuevo, deportar no es inherentemente injusto— pero si significa velar por su dignidad humana
mientras estén en nuestras comunidades religiosas y civiles.

Principio #3: Tenemos una obligacién moral con los pobres. No podemos decidir que nuestro pais no deba tener lugar para
refugiados o migrantes. Cudntas personas se admiten cada afio, de qué paises y bajo qué condiciones son decisiones
absolutamente prudenciales y las personas de buena voluntad pueden discrepar. Pero estamos obligados a usar nuestra



riqueza para el bien de los pobres y, como uno de los paises mas ricos del mundo, siempre deberiamos buscar formas de
hacerlo.

Y ahora entramos en mis opiniones. Estos no deben verse como un reflejo de la ensefianza de la Iglesia, sino solo como una
aplicacién personal. No dudes en discrepar conmigo aqui.

Opinidn personal #1: Esta es responsabilidad del Congreso. Le ames o le odies, la administracidn del presidente Trump tiene
razon cuando afirma que simplemente estd haciendo cumplir las leyes vigentes. Los métodos y prioridades (véase arriba)
dependen del presidente, pero el hecho de que millones de personas vivan en este pais sin derecho o estatus legal depende
del Congreso. Si el Congreso quiere conceder instantdneamente estatus legal a toda persona que viva dentro de las fronteras
de Estados Unidos, puede hacerlo. Es sumamente irresponsable por parte de cualquier politico, especialmente un miembro
del Congreso, sugerir que el lugar adecuado para resolver esta disputa es a través de la anarquia en las calles, y no mediante el
proceso democratico en el que se fundo este pais.

Opinidn personal #2: {Mas inmigracidn latinoamericana, por favor! He estado ministrando a catdlicos hispanohablantes
durante todo mi sacerdocio, y son algunas de las personas mas devotas, orantes, trabajadoras y orientadas a la familia que
puedas conocer. Somos muy afortunados como pais de que nuestra principal fuente de inmigracién provenga de paises
cristianos occidentales. De hecho, encuentro que los inmigrantes latinoamericanos suelen ser un equilibrio correctivo frente a
las actitudes antifamiliares, anticapitalistas y antirreligiosas de mis conciudadanos, y no estoy seguro de dénde estariamos
como pais si no tuviéramos ya una poblacion hispana significativa que nos mantuviera arraigados en valores cristianos.

A diferencia de Europa, donde sus aumentos migratorios provienen de paises no occidentales y mayoritariamente
musulmanes y, por tanto, provocan enormes choques culturales, la mayoria de nuestros inmigrantes encajan perfectamente
en nuestra identidad y ética nacional, incluso en la primera generacidn. Tanto es asi que me pregunto si parte de nuestro
actual sentimiento antiinmigracion sigue arraigado en ese viejo anticatolicismo que también intenté mantener fuera a
italianos, polacos e irlandeses. Estoy totalmente a favor de un proceso ordenado de fronteras y naturalizacién ordenado, pero
no de politicas orientadas a mantener fuera del pais a una poblacidn mayoritariamente catélica.

Opinién personal #3: ¢DAnde esta el camino hacia la ciudadania? Creo que las interminables peleas por la retérica del
presidente Trump sobre deportar a los "criminales" son una distraccién. En Ultima instancia, la mayoria de los
estadounidenses parecen apoyar la deportacidn de los inmigrantes "malos" y la conservacién de los "buenos". Y, sin embargo,
ni republicanos ni demécratas han hablado de la Unica forma duradera de lograrlo: un camino hacia la ciudadania. El plan
republicano de deportar a todos los inmigrantes sin estatus legal —con la esperanza de que volvieran a solicitar la solicitud
por el método "correcto"— trastocaria nuestra economia y destruiria a innumerables familias. El plan demécrata de no hacer
nada y dejar a todos en su lugar no toma en serio nuestra seguridad nacional, nuestras leyes y la injusticia de que la gente viva
con el miedo constante a un estatus legal ambiguo.

En cambio, si creemos que los "buenos" inmigrantes deberian quedarse, entonces debemos darles una via legal para hacerlo.
Tenemos tantos feligreses sin estatus legal que son la columna vertebral de nuestras iglesias y comunidades, y no quiero nada
mas que mantenerlos a ellos y a sus hijos como feligreses para siempre. Seria una gran pérdida que alguno de ellos fuera
deportado. Pero solo el Congreso tiene el poder de darles una forma de quedarse.

El Presidente Bush casi lo logré en 2007 (enlace), y el Senado casi lo logré en 2013 (enlace), pero desde entonces el Congreso
parece haber renunciado a gobernar o a intentar encontrar soluciones. Preferimos demonizar a nuestros oponentes para
ganar puntos en las préximas elecciones antes que trabajar realmente por la justicia.
