Pastor’s Note

| am preparing for some upcoming vacations, which is the perfect excuse to discuss CANON LAW!!

Can. 533 §2 Unless there is a grave reason to the contrary, the parish priest may each year be absent on holiday from his
parish for a period not exceeding one month, continuous or otherwise. The days which the parish priest spends on the annual
spiritual retreat are not reckoned in this period of vacation. For an absence from the parish of more than a week, however, the
parish priest is bound to advise the local Ordinary.

| am given 30 days (a canonical month) of vacation each year, not counting my annual retreat or my days off.

Can. 276 §1 Clerics have a special obligation to seek holiness in their lives, [...] §2 In order that they can pursue this perfection:
[...] 2° [...] priests are therefore earnestly invited to offer the eucharistic Sacrifice daily [...]

Notice that this canon says “offer,” not “attend.” Though | have simply attended Masses on my vacation, | try very hard to
offer Mass each day, either as the celebrant or concelebrant.

Can. 932 §1 The eucharistic celebration is to be carried out in a sacred place, unless in a particular case necessity requires
otherwise; in which case the celebration must be in a fitting place.

Canonically, a sacred place means a place consecrated for worship by a bishop. | have a small travel Mass kit and could
celebrate my daily Mass in my hotel rooms (which | have done a few times in my priesthood), but | also try very hard to
respect this canon and only celebrate Mass in a church when possible. It is rarely necessary to celebrate outside a church.

Can. 903 A priest is to be permitted to celebrate the Eucharist, even if he is not known to the rector of the church, provided
either that he presents commendatory letters, not more than a year old, from his own Ordinary or Superior, or that it can be
prudently judged that he is not debarred from celebrating.

Given everything above, the Church has an obligation to make churches available to priests when traveling, which is the
purpose of this canon. For centuries, priests would have a card or a letter, called a “celebret”, issued annual by his bishop,
which would fulfill this canon. A priest could show up at any church, show his celebret, and be offered an altar to celebrate at.
These cards are still accepted in Europe, but after the sex abuse crisis the U.S. bishops decided these cards were too easy to
forge, so in this country we have to have our diocesan offices communicate directly with the offices of the diocese we are
traveling in, which means that | have to plan my vacation Masses weeks ahead of time. Between finding priests to cover our
Masses, and finding places where | can celebrate Mass, preparing for a vacation takes a LOT of time for me. But it is worth it!
Vacation refreshes me and gives me renewed perspective. Plus, | have used this canon to celebrate Mass in Notre Dame
Cathedral in Paris, Holy Cross Cathedral in Barcelona, and Westminster Cathedral in London.

Nota del pastor

iMe estoy preparando para unas préximas vacaciones, que es la excusa perfecta para discutir el DERECHO CANONICO!

533 §2. A no ser que obste una razon grave, puede el pdrroco ausentarse de la parroquia, en concepto de vacaciones, como
mdximo durante un mes continuo o interrumpido; pero en ese tiempo de vacaciones no se incluyen los dias durante los cuales
el pdrroco asiste una vez al aio al retiro espiritual; sin embargo, para ausentarse de la parroquia mds de una semana, el
pdrroco tiene obligacion de avisar al Ordinario del lugar.

Tengo 30 dias (un mes candnico) de vacaciones cada afio, sin contar mi retiro anual ni mis dias libres.

276 §1. Los clérigos en su propia conducta, estdn obligados a buscar la santidad [...] § 2. Para poder alcanzar esta perfeccion:
[...] 2 [...] se invita encarecidamente a los sacerdotes a que ofrezcan cada dia el Sacrificio eucaristico

Tenga en cuenta que este canon dice "ofrecer”, no "asistir". Aunque simplemente he asistido a misas en mis vacaciones, me
esfuerzo mucho por ofrecer misa todos los dias, ya sea como celebrante o concelebrante.

932 § 1. La celebracion eucaristica se ha de hacer en lugar sagrado, a no ser que, en un caso particular, la necesidad exija otra
cosa;, en este caso, la celebracion debe realizarse en un lugar digno.

Candnicamente, un lugar sagrado significa un lugar consagrado al culto por un obispo. Tengo un pequefio kit de viaje para la
Misa y podria celebrar mi Misa diaria en las habitaciones de mi hotel (lo que he hecho algunas veces en mi sacerdocio), pero
también me esfuerzo mucho por respetar este canon y solo celebrar la Misa en una iglesia cuando es posible. Rara vez es
necesario celebrar fuera de una iglesia.

903 Aunque el rector de la iglesia no le conozca, admitase a celebrar al sacerdote con tal de que presente carta comendaticia
de su Ordinario o Superior, dada al menos en el afio, o pueda juzgarse prudentemente que nada le impide celebrar.

Dado todo lo anterior, la Iglesia tiene la obligacidn de poner las iglesias a disposicidn de los sacerdotes cuando viajan, que es el
propdsito de este canon. Durante siglos, los sacerdotes tenian una tarjeta o una carta, llamada "celebret", emitida
anualmente por su obispo, que cumpliria con este canon. Un sacerdote podria presentarse en cualquier iglesia, mostrar su
celebret y ofrecerle un altar para celebrar. Estas tarjetas todavia se aceptan en Europa, pero después de la crisis de abuso
sexual, los obispos estadounidenses decidieron que estas tarjetas eran demasiado faciles de falsificar, por lo que en este pais
tenemos que hacer que nuestras oficinas diocesanas se comuniquen directamente con las oficinas de la didcesis en la que
estamos viajando. Lo que significa que tengo que planificar mis misas de vacaciones con semanas de anticipacién. Entre
encontrar sacerdotes para cubrir nuestras misas y encontrar lugares donde pueda celebrar la misa, prepararme para unas
vacaciones me toma MUCHO tiempo. jPero vale la pena! Las vacaciones me refrescan y me dan una perspectiva renovada.
