Pastor’s Note

Flooding is not unknown to our area, so the fact that we had such major flooding this week is not unexpected, even while it is
tragic. That said, the increase in the frequency of major flooding events in our area and our state is a clear sign of the
unfortunate effects of a warming planet and a worrisome indication of a new normal. Pair this with some conversations | have
recently had with our very passionate and dedicated Care for Creation team at the parish, and this seems like an apt time for a
few short reflections on climate change.

First, from a religious perspective, concern about this theme is far, far more about people than it is about the planet. Our
planet has warmed and cooled at far greater levels even than those we are presently projecting. We have seen species come
and go in waves long before human activity. (Consider, for example, this video about the time when the emergence of trees
led to dangerous global cooling.) Our goal is not to preserve one moment in planetary time. Instead, we care about climate
change because it impacts people, often with outsized impacts on the poor who do not have the resources to escape it or
overcome it. We also care about climate change because our attitudes toward the environment are a good barometer of our
spiritual health: if we treat everything as expendable, if we live as consumerists, if with think primarily of our needs before
others’, not only do we contribute to the factors effecting climate change, but we reveal that we are not living according to
sound, Christian principles. Though | myself have yet to read it cover to cover, | believe articulating these connections
between climate change and Christian spirituality was exactly why Pope Francis wrote the encyclical Laudato Si’.

However, as much as we might care about climate change, | find the dialogue around it is usually unhelpful. It becomes a fight
about science or government rather than about faith or people. In particular, | find the phrases “Believe the Science” or those
yard signs that declare “We Believe that Science is Real” to be counterproductive, an opinion | solidified after reading two
recent articles making this argument, one secular and one religious. The religious article was even written by the Jesuit
brother in charge of the Vatican observatories! Granted, both were in relation to the COVID vaccine debates, but the points
are equally valid when talking about climate change.

Personally, | find myself less and less motivated by political issues every year, so | have been rather apathetic to discussions of
climate change to-date, as they always seem to focus on political or governmental solutions. But the second something
becomes about Jesus or the faith, | am suddenly quite interested. The idea that climate change might be impacting my people
and my community, in a way we were viscerally reminded of this week, definitely makes me want to care more about it. And if
caring about it makes me a holier Christian in the process — by increasing my selflessness and asceticism — all the better!

Yes, Fr. Moore has asked our altar servers to leave the crucifix facing the wall after processions. This is because liturgical
aesthetics suggest having only one crucifix in the sanctuary (even though neither of our crucifixes are in the true sanctuary), so
the processional cross is “hidden” in favor of the primary crucifix.

Nota del pastor

Las inundaciones no son desconocidas en nuestra area, por lo que el hecho de que tuvimos inundaciones tan importantes esta
semana no es inesperado, aunque sea tragico. Dicho esto, el aumento en la frecuencia de grandes inundaciones en nuestra area y
nuestro estado es una clara sefial de los desafortunados efectos del calentamiento del planeta y una indicacion preocupante de una
nueva normalidad. Combine esto con algunas conversaciones que he tenido recientemente con nuestro muy apasionado y dedicado
equipo de Care for Creation en la parroquia, y este parece un momento propicio para unas breves reflexiones sobre el cambio
climatico.

Primero, desde una perspectiva religiosa, la preocupacién por este tema es mucho mas sobre las personas que sobre el planeta.
Nuestro planeta se ha calentado y enfriado a niveles mucho mayores incluso que los que estamos proyectando actualmente. Hemos
visto especies ir y venir en oleadas mucho antes de la actividad humana. Nuestro objetivo no es preservar un momento en el tiempo
planetario. En cambio, nos preocupamos por el cambio climdtico porque impacta a las personas, a menudo con impactos
descomunales sobre los pobres que no tienen los recursos para escapar de él o superarlo. También nos preocupamos por el cambio
climatico porque nuestras actitudes hacia el medio ambiente son un buen barémetro de nuestra salud espiritual: si tratamos todo
como prescindible, si vivimos como consumistas, si pensamos principalmente en nuestras necesidades antes que en las de los
demas, no solo contribuimos. a los factores que afectan el cambio climatico, pero revelamos que no vivimos de acuerdo con
principios cristianos sélidos. Aunque todavia tengo que leerlo de cabo a rabo, creo que articular estas conexiones entre el cambio
climatico y la espiritualidad cristiana fue exactamente la razén por la que el Papa Francisco escribié la enciclica Laudato Si’.

Sin embargo, por mucho que nos preocupemos por el cambio climatico, encuentro que el didlogo en torno a él suele ser inutil. Se
convierte en una lucha por la ciencia o el gobierno mas que por la fe o las personas. En particular, encuentros contraproducentes las

frases “Cree en la ciencia” o esos letreros que declaran “Creemos que la ciencia es real”, una opinidn que solidifiqué después de leer
dos articulos recientes que hacen este argumento, uno secular y otro religioso. iEl articulo religioso incluso fue escrito por el
hermano jesuita a cargo de los observatorios del Vaticano! Por supuesto, ambos estaban relacionados con los debates sobre la

vacuna COVID, pero los puntos son igualmente validos cuando se habla del cambio climatico.

La idea de que el cambio climatico
podria estar afectando a mi gente y mi comunidad, de una manera que se nos recordoé visceralmente esta semana, definitivamente
me hace querer preocuparme mas por eso. Y si preocuparme por eso me convierte en un cristiano mas santo en el proceso, al
aumentar mi abnegacion y ascetismo, imucho mejor!
